Session Title: Using Evidence-Based Kernels for Prevention and Treatment for Everyone
Session Summary 

This session introduces evidence-based kernels, fundamental units of behavioral influence. These kernels are low-cost, easy-to-use and can provide significant benefit for prevention and treatment. The kernels can have a major impact on costly problems that burden taxpayers and citizens from health-care to prisons and for all ages from newborns to senior citizens, for virtually every culture and community.

Session Description:

Most who work in prevention and treatment want to save the world, which means that prevention and treatment has to be available for everyone—not just a few children or youth, families, classrooms, schools, neighborhoods, or even communities.  All must have access to practical, proven strategies that work for their needs, situations and cultures.  All this must be inexpensive, uncomplicated and sustainable.  Further, it must be able to produce measurable results, preferably quickly.  Tearing up existing efforts is not desirable. Adding to our efforts some low-cost, proven strategies that people from all walks of life and ages can choose to apply with minimum training is what is needed. Moreover, these prevention and treatment strategies should be modular, yet affecting many problems. The strategies need to survive without lots of professional and institutional support; they need to create a culture of prevention and treatment practices that one can see every day of the week, just like we see parents with car safety seats and children with bike helmets.  This talk introduces evidence-based kernels and a “consumer model” for common problems such as ADHD, depression, substance abuse, tobacco, alcohol, school failure, learning disabilities, violence, bullying, child maltreatment, and more.  The model is not pie-in-the-sky, which will be illustrated by case studies and scientific data.
Session Objectives:


1. Learn what evidence-based kernels are as fundamental units of behavioral influence.

2. Learn how and why very tiny units of behavioral science (kernels) can be used to achieve measurable population-level prevention and treatment access.
3. Learn why and how individuals (parents, teachers, adults, business people, etc.) need to have access to small units of prevention science, without institutional barriers
4. Learn why and how individuals and professional can dramatically improve treatment with access to kernels.
5. Learn how communities might be mobilized for access to kernels
